B. Route 4 — Coveville Trall

4. southern portion as trail parallels Hanehan RoadRoute 4

a. Trail to follow grade of Hanehan Road, requiregéaretaining
wall (12-14 feet), limits wetland impact to 10,080 $970,000.

b. Trail to follow grade of Rt 4 and then climb steefnl meet
Turnpike Road, limits retaining wall height, 18,0€f0of wetland
impact, more pavement, saves approximately $300,000

- Texture change is nice but using a wood produddgpaise a problem for long term
maintenance

- Trail along Route 4 should be moved further awalymi snow and spray from the
road from impacting the trail

- Cost should be a strong consideration in all dengsi Keeping cost down will help
to limit need for fund raising

- Construction detailing should be simple and durable
