You may choose to conduct your program at Stark's Knob Scientific Reservation, Knox Trail Pocket Park, or on 

the Champlain Canal Lock 5 Island.  If you choose the Island, you may select a site at Eagle Point, on or near the 

floating dock, along the Trails, or in the Picnic Pavilion at the Play Garden. 

 

 * We hope to have a representative of Hudson Crossing Park present for each Sunday Afternoon program;  

  however, if your program requires additional assistance please make arrangements for someone to  

  accompany you. 

 * A portable restroom will be available until the Picnic Pavilion restroom is functional. 

 * Water & electricity are not yet available - a generator may be available for selected programs. 

 * There is adequate parking near the Play Garden for 30+ vehicles plus bicycles.  If you anticipate   

  more vehicles please let us know in advance and we will arrange for additional parking. 

 * Parking for Stark's Knob or the Knox Trail Pocket Park is limited to approximately 10 - 15 vehicles. 

 * All locations within the Park are "Carry-In / Carry-Out.  Please model good stewardship practices and  

  ensure that the site is clean when you leave.
